


I’ve heard some people say that an unborn child is not developed 
enough to feel pain during a partial-birth abortion procedure. 
Is this true? 
This is false. Professor Robert White, director of the division of neurosurgery and brain 
research laboratory at Case Western Reserve School of Medicine in Cleveland, told a 
congressional subcommittee that “the fetus within this time frame of gestation, 20 weeks 
and beyond, is fully capable of experiencing pain. Without a doubt, this is a dreadfully 
painful experience for any such infant subjected to such a surgical procedure.” Paul 
Ranalli, M.D., a neurologist on the medical faculty at the University of Toronto, also stated, 
“Intriguingly, far from being less able to detect pain, such premature newborns may be 
more sensitive to painful stimulation.” He said that one study, regarding babies born 
under 30 weeks, indicates it may be that “the newly-established pain system is ‘raw’ and 
unmodifi ed at such a tender age.”

Boom: A Guy’s Guide to Growing Up 
has been around for a few years now 
but it’s still an “oldie-but-goody” when 
it comes to addressing core issues 
facing the lives of every teenage guy.  
Marketed as a mission manual of 
sorts, Boom ventures where few books have gone before, even 
when it comes to addressing “the most secret, most scary, most 
embarrassing, most private guy issues.” 

The truth is that books of this type come from two diametrically 
opposed perspectives: one pretends that guys are an animal-
like machine unable to control personal choices, the other 
acknowledges that God does have a plan and that quality personal 
choices are signs of integrity and true manhood.  

Topics covered by Boom include money management, discovering 
destiny, dating, making commitments to sexual purity, succeeding 
in high school, guarding against the dark side of the web, and even 
bodybuilding.  

The section on peer pressure is worth the fi fteen bucks alone for 
its advice on avoiding compromising peer situations before it’s too 
late, including thinking through all of the consequences of poor 
decisions in advance and making an active plan to steer clear of 
lousy infl uences.

Switchfoot: The Best Yet

Wow. What else can you say about an album 
that comes out of the gate with one smash 
hit after another. Listening to Meant to Live, 
Dare You To Move, Stars, Oh! Gravity and 
others puts an exclamation point on just 
how big an impact Switchfoot has made on 
the music scene in a relatively short period 
of time (although the artwork inside the CD 
jacket reminds us that Switchfoot languished 
for years as a minor Christian alternative 
band prior to the Meant to Live tsunami).

It’s really hard to defi ne the eclectic sound of 
Ever Stays Red. Promoted as a band for fans 
of Anberlin and My Chemical Romance, ESR 
gets really close to breaking through with a 
signature sound, yet no one song seems to 
carry the album. In contrast, the basic sound 
of each song seems to melt into the next 
until you’re left with a lot of good stuff, but 
nothing great. In contrast, the lyrical content 
scores big with thoughtful lines including 
those found in the anthem Letters: this voice 

inside us will be big enough to face what’s 

wrong / and to speak 

of what could be.
